Meeting program

Regular issues:

1. Introduction  (Eva Stýskalová ):

The President was back from her vacation in an excellent mood and thanked the slightly relieved Past-President for taking over her job during her absence. She was also quite surprised to see that many Rotarian friends showing up for the meeting despite this excellent summer weather day. She briefly introduced the guest speaker Petr Andrle and handed over to Gerhard Herudek.

2. News from the world, the district and from Rotary (Gerhard Herudek):  

Gerhard Herudek summarized the latest news of the week, pointed out that for the first time the price of 1 kg of gold exceeded the price of 1 mCZK, mentioned that the Charles University made it to the top 500 best colleges of the world, hinted that in total 60 teachers handed in their resignation at the Pilsen Law school for reasons of failing to being able to extend their license and mentioned that in the Czech Republic the most agricultural land is turned in commercial development areas within whole Europe.

He continued with pointing out that we received an invitation from the Poprad RC to their 15th anniversary on October 1. He reminded us of next week’s invitation of Mr. Tůma to a barbecue party at his house in Opava - Kylešovice that there is also an option to attend the missed performance of Karel Gott in Kravaře (church fair) and concluded with the idea to have one of the next meetings at the driving course at Libros.

3. News from the Secretary (Klaus-D. Beck):

The secretary showing up casually without a tie provided the last hint to everybody that it was a very sunny and warm day. He continued with two reminders that he is collecting electronically pictures of all members to have at least the opportunity to recognize all the faces of RC friends who are not showing up for meetings at all or very seldom. He was also asking for reporting to him the attendance of meetings in other clubs, since this will count and improve the presence availability of our club. Last but not least, it got very serious with the hint that 3 letters will be send to 3 RC members who did not show up for any meeting during the last two years and who are not even paying the dues.  
4. Miscellaneous:

It was discussed to have the RC meeting on September 14 organized at the Ostrava Libros driving course. It will be started with a brief RC meeting and then continue with a lecture and some practice on the driving course.  
Program:

The program of the meeting was a lecture from Petr Andrle about the life of Ing. Dr. Jan Cermak, the father of our honorary RC member Dr. Tomas Cermak. Mr. Andrle, a publisher of in the meantime 15 books provided an interesting spectrum of Jan Cermak’s life. He was born in February 1903 and passed away in January 1988. He was also a member of the Rotary Club in Ostrava in the forties of the last century after it was re-founded in 1946. Dr. Cermak’s achievement as an engineer even reaches into our times, since he was the chief designer of the Kružberk dam. This project to provide sufficient water supply for Ostrava was on the drawing board already in 1911 and was initiated by the famous Carl Weisshuhn, but it did not get executed until the project started again 1948. 10 years later finally, in December 1958, the first water from this dam project was provided to Ostrava. The lecture was peppered with many anecdotes from the life of Dr. Cermak. Tomas Cermak thanked Mr. Andrle for his nice presentation of his father’s life by also pointing out how humble but also how energetic he was. He presented his standpoint during the Nazi occupation where he also refused to get divorced from his wife, but also during communist times. But he could not hold back by also adding some anecdotes from his experience with his father too. 

In the end, Mr. Andrle offered his recent publication called “Letters of Maryčka Magdonová’s brother” describing the life in the region at the turn of the 19th/20th century.
