Meeting program
Regular issues:
1. Introduction  ( Past President Tadeáš Ochodek )
Past President Tadeáš Ochodek , still skilled in this function as President, opened the meeting on behalf of our President who is hopefully enjoying her vacation at a place with more sunshine and less rain than in Ostrava. It was a pleasure for him to introduce the guest Augustine Kohuparampil, who introduced himself at the meeting as CEO of Arcelor Mittal for Central Europe with its corporate office here in Ostrava. 

Born in India he is working for the company since 1994. He moved with the company in several positions all over the world with his last stays in Germany, Poland, Kazakhstan and France. He briefly explained the huge investment program AM is about to launch here in Ostrava with a volume of 12 bCZK.  He also mentioned the companies’ and his commitment to social responsibility. 
Augustine is married and has two daughters. Whereas his wife is living with him,  his two daughters are living and studying in Australia and Hungary. This family cannot be more international orientated than this. His introduction was very interesting, still brief and to the point and received therefore warmly applauded. 
2. News from the District and news from the district (Gerhard Herudek): 
Gerhard Herudek provided a brief report about current news covering the strong performance of the Czech Koruna (as one of the strongest currently in Europe), the still high unemployment rate here in the region, mentioned the business deal between the Dutch truck manufacturer DAF and TATRA and even touched some international news like the plan to construct the tallest building of 1 km in the world in the Middle East.
Regarding Rotary Gerhard mentioned two recent events on August 7 (a vintage car exhibition in Kravaře) and on August 9 (Verdi’s Opera performance ‘Nabucco’ in Luna cinema, Ostrava - Hrabůvka).
3. News from the Secretary (Klaus-D. Beck):
Klaus- Dieter Beck mentioned the upcoming opening of a Golf driving range in September and a new golf course at the Karvina town area which will be open in spring next year. He believes this will a real asset for this region.

The secretary could not hold back to mention that the meeting attendance of 14 members and therefore the attendance is approaching “record breaking” number of 50%. The comment that this  might  be the result of the new Presidency (,  caused some smiling faces. 
4. Miscellaneous

It was mentioned that no Rotary exchange student will be accommodated from our club this year. Nevertheless there is a meeting on September 9 to 11, which has to be attended from some club member if the club wants to be able to have an exchange student next year. Since common agreement was that Eva most probably will accommodate next year again this student it was asked for a volunteer to go to this meeting and without almost any hesitation Lumír Kaválek agreed to take over this obligation. It was discussed how the club finds Czech student in our area who want to take advantage of this program. Ideas were discussed to start a completion to get at least three candidates. Until mid-October the schedule for this has to be completed.
Bob Křempek conveyed greetings from our previous student Mariel from Mexico, who is planning to visit us next year together with her aunt.
Program:
The program continued than with a PowerPoint presentation of his 300 km long bicycle trip with friends in Austria from July 6 to July 10. In a vivid colorful lecture he created definitely some appetite of other members to copy this kind of vacation too. The bicycle trails in Austria are obviously in excellent shape and Gerhard had planned this trip so well that most of the biking had to be done downhill with reaching the highest elevation of 1,600 m, with having sufficient rest stops after always 15 km to check especially the various beer qualities of the region and still achieving an average speed of 17 km/h..
