Meeting program
Regular issues:
1. Introduction (Eva Stýskalová):

The president showed already some routine by starting the meeting pretty punctual and immediately the noisy conversation fall silent. She introduced the first guests from our partner club in Katowice, the current President Artur Mazurkiewicz and the past President Marian Januszkiewicz with explaining also the reason of their coming. She also introduced the guest speaker of the day Vojtěch Křempek, a son of our Honorary member Bob Křempek, who spend one year in the US as a Rotarian exchange student. 

Since there were quite many friends showing up for the first time at this meeting the President repeated her statement from the last meeting about the financial benefits the Club was providing in the past to clearly demonstrate to everybody that her personal goal for her Presidency year is to beat results of previous years substantially.
2. News from the District and news from the district: 
None, since Gerhard apologized for this meeting, but the Secretary is pretty confident that he will make up for this at our next meeting.
3. News from the Secretary (Klaus-D. Beck):
Ambitiously the new Secretary wants to demonstrate that he means it seriously with reminding everybody of the true spirit of Rotary he quoted from the “2010 Manual of Procedures for Rotarian Leaders”. The wording of this was: 
“The objects of Rotary are to encourage and foster the ideal of service as a basis of worthy enterprise and, in particular, to encourage and foster.

1. The development of acquaintance as an opportunity for service;

2. High ethical standards in business and professions, the recognition of the worthiness of all useful occupations, and the dignifying of each Rotarian's occupation as an opportunity to serve society;

3. The application of the ideal of service in each Rotarian's personal, business, and community life;

4. The advancement of international understanding, goodwill, and peace through a world fellowship of business and professional persons united in the ideal of service.

These objectives are set against the "Rotary 4-way Test", used to see if a planned action is compatible with the Rotarian spirit. The test was developed by Rotarian and entrepreneur Herbert J. Taylor during the Great Depression as a set of guidelines for restoring faltering businesses and was adopted as the standard of ethics by Rotary in 1942. It is still seen as a standard for ethics in business management:
· Is it the truth?

· Is it fair to all concerned?

· Will it build good will and better friendships?

· Will it be beneficial to all concerned?

He pointed out that we should do this “Rotarian4-Way Test” once in a while and we should especially remind new Rotarian friends about it(.
Following this statement of the Secretary a quick discussion started about our communication strategy in the future at our RC meetings. Beside the fact that some of the friends will benefit from “cost-free English lessons” due to the simultaneous translation of the Secretaries’ translator it was proposed to provide some time in between the translation so that everybody can even more benefit from this service(.   
Program:
The President was leading than to explaining the reason of the visit of our partner club Katowice. The current President of our partner club Artur Mazurkiewicz explained the idea why and how our club should participate in funding “The House of Guardian Angels” in Katowice. This institution is proving help to street kids. The neighborhood of Załęze especially is economically impacted by the recent closure of two coal mines and steel mills. Young people from the Association of Guardian Angels first great enthusiasm and a gigantic work, then also with the support of individuals and companies to achieve that children can use it depends chance to leave the vicious circle of violence, alcohol and crimes that surround them every day. Last year our partner club provided funds to buy bicycle for these kids in need and to assist funding vacation camp trips. This year the idea is to fund the procurements of electronic equipment to a newly refurbished and furnished building. The partner club is providing $ 8,000, we are asked to contribute $2.000 and the matching grand from Rotary International would be $ 10,000. Our President asked for an opinion and it was decided unanimously to provide the proposed funds.
Since this subject fitted perfectly to it Bob Křempek explained how the financial support will be distributed, which our club agreed to provide to victims of the Fukushima disaster. Four students, who lost not only their parents but also the homes completely, will get financial funds of 160,000 Yen each to complete their studies. It was confirmed that this will be the most appropriate way to spend the donation. 

Slightly delayed and having barely finished dinner the guest speaker was asked to present his experience as a Rotarian exchange student. In his colorful jacket, where barely any more sticker could fit on he started to speak enthusiastically about his year in the US. Everybody was amazed about the fluency of his English and especially his American accent he already adopted. Obviously Vojtěch enjoyed his time at this little town Port Townsend a lot, even if he did not reveal the secret of his American nickname, since his American friends most probably avoided the difficuly Czech pronunciation of his proper first name (. Everybody envied him definitely having spent time in a family with 14 kids. 
Even if the Secretary started to be a pain in the neck he pushed the President to stick to the new time schedule to finish meeting sharply on time the meeting was officially finished at 6.10pm sharp, so no intense discussion could even develop about Vojtech’s presentation (.
