Meeting program
1. Introduction (Eva Stýskalová):

The President opened the meeting with a concerning low number of friends. Vacation time or too good weather conditions couldn’t have been an explanation for this.  On top of this she was sorry to announce that Petr Becher left the club. 

More pleasant was than the introduction of today’s guests from South Africa (Mr. Bilson) and from the Czech company Barták (Mr. Barták Sr. and Jr.), both of them with an idea of providing some interesting presentations. The President also hinted the recent birthday of the current secretary on March 8, who thanked for this by donating money to the social project of the club instead of treating friends to a drink.  
2. Presentations:
The first presentation of Marc Bilson was about his 380 ha winery in South Africa, of which 70 ha is used for harvesting grapes. This winery area is called the “red area’, because it is specialized in red wine and it is located between Stellenbosch and Cape Town. The total production is about 80,000 bottles and 6% of the wine production is being exported. The majority of the export goes to the Czech Republic. The prices for the wine range from 100 to 400 CZK. The interesting presentation was ended with an offer to taste wine and a couple of bottles were opened for this after the end of the meeting. 
The second presentation was at least as interesting and was referring to the topic “how to sit properly”. Mr. Barták Sr. with the help of his son provided a presentation of the development of human sitting habits. A person is sitting about 80,000 hours in his life and many people having back problems related to their sitting behavior. To stand instead of to sit consumes double the energy. The tour through the development of different chair design options ended with an interesting presentation of modern chair design examples. The company is one of only two Czech furniture companies who are attending the regular furniture exhibition in Cologne. 
3. Miscellaneous:
The President pointed out the upcoming event of hosting US visitors for 6 days as part of the University exchange program on May 21 to May 26. The accommodation and transfer will be organized by the University.
